Webinar Series on Downtown Revitalizing in Wisconsin

Sessions topics to include the new downtown consumer climate, the real estate market & lifestyle trends, entrepreneurship & job creation and downtown entertainment 
The first session of the Revitalizing Wisconsin’s Downtowns webinar conference series will be held at 12:00 pm on Thursday, March 11 at the Monroe Fire Department Training Room, 1110 18th Avenue (just off the Historic Square).  Community leaders involved in downtown development are invited to attend this free session in Monroe or register to attend remotely at a full series or per session fee.

The series is focused on topics that are of specific interest to Wisconsin downtown leaders and that lend themselves to further dialogue and peer-learning at the local level.
